CADA CURRICULUM


Versatility is demanded by current trends of the professional dance world.  While based on the tradition of the art form, The Academy is progressive in keeping with those trends.  An expansive mute-disciplined program is offered over the ten month term which includes all of the below mentioned.  The high standard of instruction is based on collective years of national professional performing and teaching experiences. 

*PRE BALLET - AGES 3-5 









Geared to the development of imagination, body sense, and the ability to relate to music, Creative Movement is given in combination with Pre-Ballet.  Basic dance technique is taught on a level that is fun and entertaining while developing rhythm, coordination, and self-discipline.

*BALLET - AGES 5 AND ABOVE









Ballet Technique is the foundation of all dance and should be studied first or along with other forms of dance. 
















*POINTE - AGES 10 AND ABOVE








A twice a week ballet class is required for those students who desire to go onto pointe from the age of 9 and up.  Students must qualify physically and technically and must have studied ballet a minimum of 2 years. 

















*LYRICAL - AGES 10 AND ABOVE








Lyrical mixes ballet with jazz and modern movement to create a popular expressive dance style.

*JAZZ - AGES 6 AND ABOVE









Jazz is the most familiar and popular form of stylized American dance.  It is fun, explorative and dynamic.  There are many styles of Jazz. 

*TAP - AGES 4 AND ABOVE









Tap, through the joy of rhythm, develops coordination and agility of the mind and body.  Tap also is given in a combination class with pre-ballet for ages 3-5.






*TUMBLING - AGES 6 AND ABOVE

Students develop strength of the upper body and flexibility. This class is mat skills only - no training on gymnastic equipment. This class is a great addition for ALL dancer‘s repertoire.  

*MUSICAL THEATRE - This class encompasses all that is Theatre. Students study scores of musicals, vocal skills and the many different styles of music and the dance that is applicable to each. This class studies multiple dance techniques and includes singing and acting as well as audition skills and stage presence.
